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Turfgrass Breeder David Doguet (developer of Zeon & JaMur Zoysiagrass) and Casey Reynolds of NC State University evaluate new zoysiagrass cultivar submissions in the 2008 National Turfgrass Evaluation (NTEP) plots at the NC State University, Lake Wheeler Research Facility, located in Raleigh, North Carolina.

Currently new zoysiagrass cultivars being considered for potential release by Doguet and The Turfgrass Group comprise nearly 50% of the current National Turfgrass Evaluation Program (NTEP) zoysiagrass trial cycle.  Included in these are both zoysia matrella and zoysia japonica types selected from the world leading Doguet Zoysiagrass Research Facility.

The Doguet research facility plots include thousands of zoysiagrass varieties and crosses that are under constant internal, University and third party comparative evaluation.  The objective is to develop and release only selections that require less input on the part of the end user (homeowner, golf course superintendent, sports field manager) while improving harvest cycles & grow-in time for the turf producer.  Thus promoting good environmental stewardship (less water, fertilizer and herbicide utilization).

In our continued pursuit to research, develop and release improved turfgrass varieties, The Turfgrass Group never sleeps.
